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Wolfgang Mozart: A Child Prodigy

Biography

Wolfgang Mozart is likely the best example of a
child predigy there is. He was born in Austria in 1756. It
ditn't take long before his family discovered he was
very special. it started when he was only three years
old. He often walked intoc the room where his father
was giving his sister piano lessons. He watched. When
he sat at the piano, he didn't just pound on the keys as
you would expect a three-year-old to do, but he played
chords and melodles. It was amazing,

Muozart's father was an accomplished pianist and composer himself.
When he saw his son's talent, he immediately began teaching him alongside
his daughter. By age four, Mozart had learned several piano pieces that even
most adults couldn't play. By age five, Mozart was compesing several
complicated pieces. Not enly that, but he learned how to play the harpsichord
and viclin. Later, he also learned to play the organ and vicla. His father then
realized that Mozart was more skilled and a better composer than he was.

When Mozart was six and his sister was eleven, their father took them
on a European tour. They traveled to the courts in Germany, France, England,
and the Netherlands. There, Mozart met many famous musicians. By age 13,
his sister dropped out of touring, but Mozart went on. He traveled to ltaly and
stayed there performing and improving his skills for twe years. Mozart was so
skilled that when he heard even a long piece of music, he could write out the
entire thing from memory.

Most composers only wrote one kind of music, but not Mozart. When
he was 17, he started composing music is several genres including
symphonies, string quartets, sonatas, serenades, and operas. Later, Mozart
would compose some of the most famous operas in history.

Tragically, Mozart died young of an illness at only 35 years old. But in
that short time he composed over 600 pieces. Today, Mozart's music is used in
many ways. Almost everyone has heard at least some of his music, His operas

are still performed. Many experts believe that Mozart was the greatest

Lomposer of all time.
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
